What is a DTS?

The Youth With A Mission (YWAM) Discipleship Traing School (DTS) is a standardised course run
by YWAM operating locations throughout the worlchél'School is designed to train Christians to be,
and make, disciples of Jesus. To achieve this fmai,main aims are emphasised on the DTS:

1. Knowing God as a Christian- To provide the student with an overview of thamacter and
nature of God and the characteristics and respdtis®bof the Christian worker.

2. Mandate of the Christian - To equip the student with a clear vision of éissence of the great
Commission and his/her role and responsibilityuifilfthat mandate.

3. Methods of the Christian- To provide the student with methods for conttitby to the
fulfilment of the Great Commission and the oppoitjuto gain experience using some of those
methods to share the Gospel with others.

4. Character of the Christian - To provide the student with opportunities to ersiand his/her
own character and its development and how the stuetates with others.

The DTS is a special time in your life to seek &ndw the Lord better. We are committed to doing all
we can to help you realise this goal. All staff aom-salaried missionaries dedicated to the trgiaimd
equipping of Christians who want their lives to wbfor God and impact their world and generation fo
God.

Basic Structure

The school takes place in the context of a “liveqh8 environment and is arranged in two parts
consisting of twelve weeks of Lectures and twelezks of Field Assignment. There is an additional
week at the end of the field assignment for repadk and debrief. This will take place back in New
Zealand at the end of the school.

Lecture Phase

Lecture Phase is a three month classroom segmecih whes lectures, discussions, workshops, small
group interaction and personal study. A close comitywf students and staff provides an environment
where the application of Biblical principles canlived and worked out. Students benefit from the
expertise of international and local lecturers.

Field Assignment Phase

The school will split up into teams for a twelveekdield assignment phase. Each team will workawit
a different ministry that tackles some issue aistice in a cross cultural setting. There is pidéto
have 10 weeks of outreach overseas and 2 weeksaklaind city which will be explored closer to the
time.

All YWAM DTS field assignments are evangelism oteshand that will be the case on these
outreaches with our primary target peoples beingetsuffering in situations of injustice.

Specific details regarding the type of ministry dlne locations will be decided closer to the timd a
there will be opportunity given to you as a studerpray into which location and team you wantéo b
a part of. Possiblelocations at this stage include Mumbai, India;aildnd; Cambodia; Northern
Uganda, Israel, one of the Pacific Islands andiptysa country in Eastern Europe.

Please keep in mind that the Field Assignmentlisastraining time and so you need to be awaré tha
Students will not be sent to places beyond thelitybo cope spiritually
For the protection of the students (and for mofectéi’e evangelism) good leadership from
among YWAM staff will be appointed for each team
Lectures, written and practical assignments magrig®ing during the Field Assignment.

The major emphasis for outreach for this Justiceigsed field assignment will be to connect you with
a ministry already doing some significant work ipaaticular area and give you opportunity to both
apply what you have learned throughout lecture @laasl operate in your areas of gifting.

Getting to NZ and Visa Information

Generally you will be able to enter NZ as a visaod most developed nations are eligible for a3ree
month visitor’s visa on entry (6 months for UK z&ns). For some countries there may be more
stringent visa requirements and some costs refatedtaining a visitor visa so you'd be well addse

to check these online atwvw.immigration .govtnz. Please note we are not able to provide spongorsh
for visas for any students so you will need to emshat you are able to meet all the requirements f
regular visitor visa before even applying for tkb@ol.
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We will give you further information regarding yotflights to NZ and visa once your application has
been approved.
